Kids do say the darndest things and when they do
we all smile and remind ourselves of the precious
gift they are to us. Along with the sometimes
formidable challenge they present as we do our
best to teach them, raise them, and nurture them,
they, on the other hand, teach us and shape us as
adults.

We don’t have many children in our congrega-
tion. The few that we do have are amazing and
wonderful, as well as their families. But we’ve
all said that it would be a good thing if we could
attract more young families with children. Now
why is this so important?

Well, first of all, we have something to offer.
While there are plenty of other churches in the

valley doing ministry to
and with children, none
of them have the
uniquely “Lutheran”
voice that we have. Our
Lutheran way and our
Lutheran understandings
speak a message that is
different (sometimes only slightly, but different
nonetheless) than what other churches in the Bear
Valley have to offer, and it’s a great message of
grace and love and hope. Children need us.
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Secondly, while children need us, we also need
them. We cannot underestimate their power to
influence us as adults and to shape the future of
our ministry. Jesus said, “Unless you become
like a child, you cannot enter the Kingdom of
Heaven.” In other words, children have a unique
perspective that makes them more receptive and
available to Jesus in a way we sophisticated
adults have lost. How can we become like chil-
dren unless we’re involved with them?

Finally, children and their families bring energy.
Many senior members will report that one reason
they join a particular congregation is because of
the youth program there. They don’t have kids in
the program; nor do they intend to participate
directly in the program, but they know, as do we
all, that a church with lots of kids and young
families is a lively and exciting place to be.

In this newsletter you'll see information for a new
“pilot” program we’re trying —a midweek eve-
ning program for kids. Much of this program has
already taken shape with several individuals who
have stepped forward to take significant leader-
ship. But we need helpers and volunteers. It
doesn’t matter how old you are or whether or not
you’ve ever been involved in a children’s minis-
try. All you need is a couple hours for a couple
Tuesday evenings and a heart for kids.

Can we give this a try and see what new ad-
venture God might have in store for us? |
hope so. Speak to Sandy Groon or Nancy
McCormick or myself —and say “yes” to
this opportunity to make a difference in the
lives of kids and in the mission and ministry

of our congregation.

Flooding in the Midwest. Devastating storms have flooded the Midwest. The states of Illinois, lowa,
Nebraska, and Wisconsin are among the hardest hit by these floods. Homes, businesses, schools,
churches, farms, and summer camps across the region are under water. Tens of thousands of people
have been evacuated, dozens of counties have been declared disaster areas, and water is still on the
rise.
